First reading of an ordinance amending the Jacksonville Municipal Code, Chapter 28 Traffic and Vehicles, Article IX Stopping, Standing and Parking, Division 1 Generally, Section 28-162 No Parking Zones Designated.  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Williams, to accept the first reading of the ordinance.  CA Beard read the ordinance as proposed.  Motion was then made by Warmowski, seconded by Richardson, to strike the language regarding replacing the yield sign at Wadsworth and Alice Drive with a stop sign.  A favorable vote would then be to leave the no parking zone designations on the north side of N. Westgate, and eliminate the establishment of a stop intersection at Wadsworth and Alice Drive, leaving in place the current yield sign.  Ald. Warmowski and Ald. Wankel have conducted a neighborhood survey resulting in the majority of residents wishing to leave the yield sign in place.  Ald. Warmowski would also like to see more police presence in the neighborhood in order to help control traffic speed through the neighborhood.  Brief discussion ensued.
