Summary of Minutes
Jacksonville City Council Meeting
February 22, 2016

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:37 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present:  Aldermen Don Cook, Jeff Hopkins, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Travis Richardson, Bill Scott, Ben Tomhave, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.   Absent from the meeting was Alderman Tony Williams.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Cook, seconded by Richardson, to approve the February 8, 2016 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

Proposal includes complete demolition of the existing structures on the property), is hereby approved.

Patterson feels that the City is obligated to accept the State Street Property Group proposal because of the way the Request for Proposals (RFP) was written, which required demolition of the existing structures. CA Beard explained that the only other option would be to reject these proposals and start over, but because of liability issues the City wishes to move forward with the sale of the property.
