Jacksonville City Council Meeting

February 24, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:22 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.
