PLANNING & PUBLIC WORKS:
1.	First reading of an ordinance amending the Jacksonville Municipal Code, Chapter 5 Animals and Fowl, Article I In General, Section 5-2 Minimum Distance from Residences for Enclosures Prescribed.  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Warmowski, to accept the first reading of the ordinance.  CA Beard read the ordinance as proposed.

2016-O-008	Be it ordained, by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville, Morgan County, Illinois, that an Ordinance AMENDING THE JACKSONVILLE MUNICIPAL CODE, CHAPTER 5 ANIMALS AND FOWL, ARTICLE I IN GENERAL, SECTION 5-2 MINIMUM DISTANCE FROM RESIDENCES FOR ENCLOSURES PRESCRIBED, is hereby approved.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Cook stated that overwhelmingly his constituents are opposed to any change in the ordinance.  Ald. Oldenettel wants to ensure the Council takes into consideration all the neighborhoods that could potentially be impacted.  Ald. Williams has heard positive and negative comments from his constituents, and he is concerned with enforcement of the ordinance.  General positive and negative discussion ensued.

ROLL CALL:  6 Yeas; 4 Nays (Cook, Oldenettel, Tomhave, Williams)
Motion carried 6-4.

2.	First reading of an ordinance providing for the Regulation and Operation of Neighborhood Golf Carts and UTV Vehicles upon City Streets – Chapter 28 Traffic and Vehicles, Article XV.  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Richardson, to accept the first reading of the ordinance.  CA Beard read the ordinance as proposed.

2016-O-007	Be it ordained, by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville, Morgan County, Illinois, that an Ordinance PROVIDING FOR THE REGULATION AND OPERATION OF NEIGHBORHOOD GOLF CARTS AND UTV VEHICLES UPON CITY STREETS, is hereby approved.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Cook stated that his constituents are concerned about the safety of the operators of these slow moving vehicles and are overwhelmingly opposed to this ordinance.  He commended Ald. Richardson on his work in putting this ordinance together, but he will be voting against it.  Ald. Richardson noted that safety was a major concern for him as well, but after speaking with the police and other communities it has become apparent that there are no real major safety issues to be concerned with.  General discussion ensued.

ROLL CALL:  8 Yeas; 2 Nays (Cook, Tomhave)
Motion carried 8-2.
