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Jacksonville City Council Meeting
March 28, 2016

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:08 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present:  Aldermen Don Cook, Jeff Hopkins, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Travis Richardson, Bill Scott, Ben Tomhave, Steve Warmowski, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.   Absent from the meeting was Alderman Mike Wankel.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Williams, seconded by Tomhave, to approve the March 14, 2016 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

PETITIONS:  No discussion.

COMMUNICATIONS:  Mayor Ezard advised there were multiple communications received regarding the Golf Cart Ordinance and the Animal and Fowl (Chicken) Ordinance.

2016-O-008	Be it ordained, by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville, Morgan County, Illinois, that an ordinance AMENDING THE JACKSONVILLE MUNICIPAL CODE, CHAPTER 5 ANIMALS AND FOWL, ARTICLE I IN GENERAL, SECTION 5-2 MINIMUM DISTANCE FROM RESIDENCES FOR ENCLOSURES PRESCRIBED, is hereby approved.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Regulation regarding the size and type of pens or coops, health issues and complications, noise, possible variations of the minimum distance from residences, chickens running at large, and enforcement issues were all discussed by the aldermen and several Jacksonville residents.  At the end of discussion motion was made by Warmowski, seconded by Scott, to further amend the ordinance to state that enclosures must be at least 35 feet from any occupied residence other than that of the owner and at least 15 feet from each side lot line and 5 feet from the back lot line.  

Mayor Ezard asked for further discussion.  Ald. Williams asked to postpone this vote to allow for further discussion on the minimum distance required.  Ald. Cook feels there are several issues that still need to be addressed.  Ald. Warmowski does not want to over regulate with the ordinance.  Mayor Ezard feels this issue needs further discussion and encouraged the aldermen to vote this ordinance down to allow for further discussion.  Ald. Richardson pointed out that with regard to subdivisions, their covenants supersede ordinance regulations.

Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Richardson, to accept the second reading of the ordinance.  CA Beard read the ordinance as proposed.

Richardson has researched this matter and concluded that there have not been many traffic issues in other communities, and pointed out that this ordinance is stringent in regulations for the safety of the driver as well as other vehicles/drivers on the road.  Discussion ensued by the aldermen and several Jacksonville residents.
