A quorum was declared.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Shaw is against renaming the park East Park and suggested simply removing the Kiwanis name from the park as was their request, and rename the park at a later meeting.  Motion was made by Shaw, seconded by Patterson, to amend the resolution to authorize the removal of the Kiwanis Park name from the park on Myrtle Street.  CA Beard explained that the resolution will now read that the request of Kiwanis Club that the City remove their name from the park on Myrtle Street is accepted.  Ald. Oldenettel asked if there were any safety concerns with leaving the park without a name and how first responders will know where to respond to calls for service.  Chief Grootens advised that the call would be based upon a street address, not a name.  Ald. Warmowski is against this amendment and feels the park should have a name.  Ald. Shaw again pointed out that Kiwanis just wants their name removed from the park and feels there would be a better name suited for the park other than East Park, as there are negative connotations associated with the “East” side of town.  Ald. Warmowski reiterated his concern that the park should have a name.  Ald. Geirnaeirt suggested renaming the park the Jim Daniels Park to honor long-time alderman Jim Daniels.  Mayor Ezard will prepare a new resolution with a new name for the park to be presented at the April 28th Council Meeting.  CA Beard explained this roll call is for the amendment to the resolution, which is to remove the Kiwanis name from the park, to remove the reference to East Park and leave the park with no name at this time.

CA Beard discussed the different options available, and talked about coin operated amusement device charges and whether or not the Council wishes to increase those fees for gaming devices.
Ald. Oldenettel gave a brief update on the Town Brook Project clean-up effort on the east end of town and thanked all those who participated.
Parks & Lakes Intern Adam Fletcher stated that he has finished his internship, but will be staying on with the Parks & Lakes Department through the summer.  He thanked everyone for making him feel welcome and helping him through this process.

Ald. Shaw would like to readdress the Comprehensive Plan.  Mayor Ezard will contact those involved and advise.

NEW BUSINESS: Ald. Patterson has requested a Public Protection Committee Meeting to address abandoned vehicles and parking issues associated with abandoned vehicles.
Ald. Geirnaeirt asked Chief Grootens to have the Police Department patrol the Lockwood area for parking violations.
