Jacksonville City Council Meeting
GIRL SCOUT CITIZENSHIP DAY
April 28, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Patterson, to approve the April 14, 2014 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS:  CC Bradshaw stated there were two communications to discuss.  **Both requests were approved.

· The West Central IL Leathernecks – Marine Corps League is requesting permission to hold a road block at the intersection of S. OLD BUSINESS: 

CC Bradshaw reminded everyone who is a member of a City Board to submit their annual Statement of Economic Interest to his office no later than Wednesday, April 30th.

Ald. Williams stated that the new Cannabis Ordinance will be on the May 12th Agenda for approval.  He encouraged the Council to really contemplate this information in order to make the best, informed decision for the residents of Jacksonville.
Mayor Ezard briefly talked about the requirements to run a gaming parlor and asked for the Council’s direction on whether or not they wish to move forward with allowing gaming parlors in Jacksonville.  Topics to consider are: drafting a license specifically to cover gaming parlors;  whether or not to change the fee structure for gaming parlor licenses; and whether or not to allow any additional gaming parlors in Jacksonville.  At the end of discussion it was decided to address this issue in a Committee-of-the-Whole Meeting on May 12th, just prior to the regular Council Meeting.
Mayor Ezard also talked about the renaming of the park on Myrtle Street, formally known as Kiwanis Park.  He feels that the Council needs to decide what this property will be used for and then discuss the name of the property if it is to remain a park.  This issue will also be addressed at the Committee-of-the-Whole on May 12th.
CA Beard advised that there will also be a pre-annexation agreement request on the May 12th Council Agenda which will require a Public Hearing prior to the Council Meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:
Mayor Ezard advised that Monday, May 5th is National Tourism Week.  The Jacksonville Area Convention and Visitors Bureau has several events planned for that day.
Mayor Ezard advised that due to the Memorial Day holiday falling on the fourth Monday in May, the second Council Meeting in May will be held on Tuesday, May 27th.

Mayor Ezard suggested adding discussion regarding the Comprehensive Plan at the May 12th Committee-of-the-Whole meeting.

Ald. Shaw suggested in the future providing a photographer to take pictures at special meetings as a token of the City’s appreciation for participation, such as during Boy Scout and Girl Scout Citizenship Day, etc.  

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Williams, seconded by McDaniel, to adjourn the meeting at 8:04 p.m.
