CITY OFFICIALS AND NEWLY ELECTED ALDERMEN 

SWEARING-IN CEREMONY

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present:  Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Bill Scott, Rick Stevens, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting was Alderman Michelle Hinchen.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  A motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Stevens, to approve the April 22, 2013 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

After the reading of the Minutes Mayor Ezard called upon Deputy City Clerk Angela Salyer to swear in City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.
