Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting
May 12, 2014
Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Adonnis Shaw, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting was Alderman Tony Williams.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Scott, to approve the April 28, 2014 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

Motion to approve the Planning & Public Works Committee recommendation regarding Club Signs/City Welcome Signs as City of Jacksonville entrances.  Motion was made by Cook, seconded by Shaw, to approve the clean-up of Club Signage throughout Jacksonville.  Ald. Shaw asked if the service clubs are obligated to clean up their signage if this ordinance passes and was advised by CA Beard that they are not.  By voice vote, motion carried.
Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Patterson, to relocate the cleaned-up signs to the City of Jacksonville welcome signs located at the entrances into the City.  Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Oldenettel reiterated her feeling that this opportunity needs to be open to all organizations in town.  Additionally she is concerned about who will be maintaining these signs once installed.  Ald. Scott reminded the Council that these seven service clubs approached the City with this request and that if other clubs come forward, they will be taken on a case-by-case basis.  Ald. McDaniel has issues with the Marine Corps League, as members must have a military background and must be invited to participate in their club, whereas the remaining six clubs are open to all. Ald. Wankel agrees with Ald. Oldenettel and is concerned about the condition of the welcome signs in the coming years.  Ald. Scott feels that the welcome signs will need to be replaced in the near future anyway, and this issue can be revisited at that time.
