Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting

June 9, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Adonnis Shaw, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting was Alderman Don Cook.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Oldenettel, to approve the May 27, 2014 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS:  CC Bradshaw stated there was one communication to discuss.  **This request was approved.

(Cannabis Ordinance)  Motion was made by Shaw, seconded by Scott, to accept the second reading of the ordinance.  CA Beard explained that this ordinance will allow the City to issue an ordinance violation for a first offense of possession of 2.5 grams or less of cannabis, so that this violation will not hinder a person from gaining employment or access to higher education.  Ald. Scott is in possession of a letter from Lighthouse Baptist Church opposing this ordinance.  CA Beard read the ordinance as proposed.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. McDaniel has been approached by local military organizations asking that their fees be kept at $35.00 due to dwindling membership and lack of income.  CA Beard advised issues may arise if certain organizations are exempt.  Ald. Patterson and Ald. Geirnaeirt feel there should be no exceptions to the rules.

Mayor Ezard called on Carol Chesebro who spoke in favor of this request and in favor of Mr. Bobby Patel, owner and petitioner of this license request.  Mayor Ezard then called on Pastor Karl Jones, Lighthouse Baptist Church, who spoke in opposition to this request.  Ald. Shaw is against this request as he feels a liquor establishment will degrade the area, the store is located within a school zone, and is contrary to the 2002 Comprehensive Plan.  Ald. Scott is for free enterprise and feels that this business is better for the area than an abandoned building.  Ald. Warmowski suggested Mr. Patel seek additional fruit/vegetable stand vendors for the site, to which Mr. Patel commented that the store will also be a convenience store selling those types of items to customers.  Ald. Shaw noted that many constituents in Ward 1 have stated they are not in favor of a liquor establishment in the neighborhood.
