Jacksonville City Council Meeting

June 23, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

Resolution authorizing extension of Curbside Recycling Services Agreement between the City of Jacksonville, Illinois and Area Disposal Services, Inc. (Term: July 1, 2014 – June 30, 2015).  **Term expiration is actually June 30, 2017.  CC Bradshaw read a letter from Area Disposal Services, Inc. asking the City Council to consider a new three-year contract to continue recycling services.  There will be no price increase in the first year of a new agreement, with any price increase in years two and three to be mutually agreed upon by the City and Area Disposal.  A total of 1,888 households in Jacksonville participated in recycling during a one week audit in June.  A calendar of recycling dates will be advertised in the newspaper.  Discussion ensued on how to better inform the public of this program.  It was decided that in addition to a publication in the newspaper, the City will include information that provides the recycling calendar and a list of recyclable materials with utility billings.  Motion was made by McDaniel, seconded by Cook, to accept the resolution.  CA Beard read the resolution as proposed.
