Presentation of 2012 Audit.  Ald. Cook asked Mr. John Eyth, of Zumbahlen, Eyth, Surratt, Foote & Flynn, to present the 2012 Audit Report. Mr. Eyth reviewed the findings as presented and brief discussion ensued. For more information please see the 2012 Audit Report.

Second reading of an ordinance amending the Jacksonville Zoning Map for property located at 1723 Mound Avenue to R-4 (Two Family Dwelling District).  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Williams, to accept the second reading of the ordinance.  Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Warmowski and Ald. Wankel both feel this project constitutes “spot zoning” and are against this request for that reason.  CA Beard noted that typically, as an example, spot zoning changes the zoning classification of an area from residential to business, or a business to manufacturing, but spot zoning is not usually associated with a residential neighborhood.  Ald. Patterson stated her concern continues to be if the integrity of that lot is compromised and the trees are removed, then the side of the condo will be visible from the street.  It was noted that this reading only approves the zoning classification, not the site plans, which will be presented to the Plan Commission separately.  He also reminded the Council that there are no plan requirements that state a house must face the street.  Ald. Shaw encouraged the Council that they remain uniform with their decisions throughout the entire city of Jacksonville.  Ms. Toni Long addressed the Council giving a brief overview of her project.
