Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting
July 22, 2013
Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Adonnis Shaw, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; Assistant City Attorney Jeff Soltermann; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Williams, seconded by Shaw, to approve the July 8, 2013 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

PETITIONS:  No discussion.

COMMUNICATIONS:  CC Bradshaw noted there were four communications to discuss.  **All requests were approved.
· Clayton Whitaker, future owner of Upper Cuts Barber Shop & Salon located at 206 E. Court St., is requesting permission to close a portion of the street from the Illinois Theater to Norma’s Restaurant for a block party on September 7, 2013 from 12:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  Permission from the property owner and surrounding business has already been obtained.
· Illinois College is requesting permission to close Edgehill Road between Lincoln Avenue and Park Street on Saturday, September 21, 2013, from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. for the Inauguration of President Farley; and on Saturday, October 12, 2013, from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. for their annual Homecoming Day at Illinois College.

· The Kiwanis Club of Jacksonville is requesting permission to hold a road block for their annual Peanut Day at the intersection of S. Main St. and College Ave. on Saturday, September 28, 2013, from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.
· The Governor Duncan Association is requesting permission to place a permanent commemorative plaque in Duncan Park on the north face of the northernmost concrete block supporting the cannon near the center of the park, commemorating the contributions that have helped to replicate the original 1836 arboreal design.

Resolution of Support regarding FutureGen.  Motion was made by Cook, seconded by McDaniel, to accept the resolution.  ACA Soltermann read the resolution as proposed.

Be it resolved, by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville, Morgan County, Illinois that A RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT (FutureGen Visitor, Research and Training Facility), is hereby approved.
Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Warmowski is in support of this project as a whole, but feels that the City has moved forward with suggesting/offering this location too quickly, as there are numerous places in Jacksonville that would make an excellent site for this company.  He suggested holding a special meeting to discuss this project, or at least waiting until the next meeting to hold a vote.  Mayor Ezard would be willing to hold a special meeting, but reiterated the fact that he feels the building should be located in Jacksonville.  He, along with CDD Kelly Hall and MCS Community Services Rep. Dusty Douglas, have done due diligence and feel that these five acres are the perfect location for said building.  He reminded the Council that this resolution only states the City’s intent to support the project.  After brief discussion motion was made by Warmowski, seconded by Shaw, to table this resolution until the next meeting.

Shaw requested a resolution be drafted recognizing Eli Bridge Company for their support of the community, and asked Ms. Patty Sullivan, President and CEO, to briefly discuss the company.  Ms. Sullivan stated it was a great honor to be receiving this recognition and talked about her employees, and about the great working relationship shared between the company and the City of Jacksonville.  She also thanked and commended the Jacksonville Police Department for being friendly and responding to calls for service in a timely manner.  With no further discussion, motion was made by Shaw, seconded by Scott, to accept the resolution.  ACA Soltermann read the resolution as proposed.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Shaw feels that since the City Council has advice and consent over Mayoral appointments, he feels in order to be an effective board member, it would be wise that every appointee should be required to appear before the Council to advise of their qualifications for the position they’re volunteering for and why they’re good for the job.  Or, the Council could draft a questionnaire to answer those specific questions.  Ald. Warmowski agrees.  Ald. Scott stated it is difficult enough to get volunteers for these jobs and feels this would be a hindrance.  Ald. Geirnaeirt stated it has been her experience since being on the Council, that  most new appointments to various boards have had some type of background that relates to dealings with Mayor Ezard.  She has faith in Mayor Ezard that he will make wise decisions and appointments without being questioned by the Council.  Ald. Shaw feels that the Council has the obligation to ensure that due process is done in order to protect the citizens of Jacksonville. Ald. Cook reiterated the fact that these positions are volunteer positions, and that it is difficult enough    finding people willing to volunteer.  He feels this requirement is unnecessary at this point and time.  Ald. Scott feels that many of the volunteers on these committees will take the time to learn about their position if necessary to effectively serve on the committee.  He is against this idea and feels there should be a vote to decide whether or not this requirement should enacted.  At the end of discussion the original motion to approve the Mayor’s appointment is on the table.

However, his office is still receiving complaints.  Supt. Chumley stated he has only received three complaints, but has had numerous people say they enjoy the music.  Mayor Ezard would like the Special Studies Committee to review this issue in order to come to some type of resolution that would accommodate everyone.
Ald. Shaw asked for a report from the City’s lobbyist, Jeff Torricelli, about his recent activities, or if it would be possible, ask Mr. Torricelli to address the Council in the near future.  Mayor Ezard agreed to Ald. Shaw’s request.

Ald. Williams asked for prayer for the families of the two students recently killed due to a motorcycle accident, Leonardo Vitale and Morgan McKinnon, as well as for the family of Mr. John Calise.  Ald. Williams briefly talked about knowing these people personally, and asked that everyone keep their families in their prayers.  Ald. Geirnaeirt also talked about knowing Mr. Calise and how much he’ll be missed by the Council and by the community.  Mayor Ezard regrets not expressing his appreciation to Mr. Calise for all he has done for the City and the community throughout the years.  He will be missed by all, as will the two students.
