Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting
July 27, 2015
Mayor Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 6:50 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.  
ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Don Cook, Lori Large Oldenettel, Jeff Hopkins, Marcy Patterson, Travis Richardson, Bill Scott, Ben Tomhave, Mike Wankel, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Ald. Steve Warmowski joined the meeting at 7:10 p.m. and was not present to vote on any agenda items.  A quorum was declared.
MINUTES:  Motion was made by Williams, seconded by Scott, to approve the July 13, 2015 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

Be it ordained, by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville, Morgan County, Illinois, that an ORDINANCE APPROVING THE GROUND LEASE WITH THE JACKSONVILLE SYMPHONY HALL AND PERFORMING ARTS CENTER, NFP – (305 N. Main Street, 98 year lease commencing on September 1, 2015 and ending on August 30, 2113; $500,000 in pledges/donations within 24 months of lease execution with additional $500,000 in pledges/donations in the next 12 months for a total of $1,000,000 within 36 months from date of lease execution; for a fee of $10.00 annually), is hereby approved.
Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Oldenettel feels this will be a welcome addition to the city for the residents of Jacksonville.  She has concerns regarding accepting pledges in lieu of monetary donations because there are times when pledges are made but fail to come through.  She suggested that a limit be set on the number/amount of acceptable pledges.  It was explained to her that this discussion took place during the Workshop session and the Council is comfortable with the current situation and with accepting pledges.  She then expressed concern regarding the two year time frame for posting the property for lease should the Center decide not to renew the lease.  CA Beard explained that language is standard for ground lease agreements so the lessor has the opportunity to secure a new tenant.
