Jacksonville City Council Meeting

July 28, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

Ordinance AMENDING THE JACKSONVILLE ZONING MAP FOR PROPERTY


LOCATED AT 105 WEST WALNUT FROM B-1 (Neighborhood Business District), WITH SPECIAL USE TO B-3 (Limited Business District), WITH SPECIAL USE.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Shaw read several comments opposing the proposed liquor establishment at 105 W. Walnut Street.  He feels that as aldermen it is their duty to represent their constituents and asked that each alderman explain their reasoning for going against the wishes of the residents.  Ald. Warmowski asked why Ald. Shaw would vote in favor of adding a liquor license for Murphy Oil Co., but is against this request.  Ald. Shaw feels these are two different types of establishments, Murphy Oil Co. being a gas station and this request being a liquor store.  Additionally, he feels that the Comprehensive Plan will lay out better uses for the area around W. Walnut, and feels that a liquor store should not be located within a school zone.  Ald. Patterson does not feel it is the Council’s place to stop someone from opening a new business simply because of the type of business being established.  Ald. Scott is in favor of the request, and has received several comments in favor of this request.  Additionally, he feels having a business in that building is better than leaving the building vacant.  Ald. Geirnaeirt is in favor of this request because she does not feel it is right to discriminate against one area of town over another.

OLD BUSINESS: 

Ald. Williams is moving forward with the vicious animal ordinance.  He will be meeting with Vet. Dr. Hudson on Thursday to discuss this matter.
Mayor Ezard talked about the CEO (Entrepreneurial) program for high school students and asked if the Aldermen wished to support this program with a monetary donation.  There are several students involved in this program, with classes set to begin at the start of the new school year.  The consensus of the Council was to authorize a donation in the amount of $1,000.00 to this program.

Ald. Scott noted the sidewalk on Sherwood Eddy Drive has been completed.  As a reminder, please notify him if there are any other areas of concern regarding neighborhood sidewalks.
NEW BUSINESS:
Ald. Cook advised the budget process will begin earlier this year, and asked that the Mayor forward a letter to the Department Heads informing them of this decision and asking them to begin thinking about what they wish to include in their budgets for the coming year.

Ald. Cook asked if there were any employee contracts set to expire this year, and was advised by CA Beard that there will be a few contracts coming up for renewal in 2015, however he has not received any notifications from the bargaining units requesting to bargain.  CA Beard will review the terms of each contract and advise if there are any ready to be discussed.

Ald. Warmowski advised that this Wednesday, July 30th, is Brat Day at County Market sponsored by the Kiwanis Club.  Proceeds will be used to pay for a new toy at Community Park by the small gazebo.  Also, there will be a salsa cook-off at the Downtown Gallery Hop on Friday, August 1st.  All are invited to attend both events.  

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Williams, seconded by McDaniel, to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m.
