Summary of Minutes
Jacksonville City Council Meeting
August 8, 2016

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 6:45 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present:  Aldermen Don Cook, Jeff Hopkins, Lori Large Oldenettel, Travis Richardson, Aaron Scott, Bill Scott, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting were Aldermen Marcy Patterson, Tony Williams.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Ald. Oldenettel stated that on the July 25th Workshop Minutes, Mr. Jim Burke’s statement suggesting a traffic study on Church/State and Church/College was incorrect, in that Mr. Burke does not recommend conducting the traffic study because the only thing it will indicate is that we do not need signals at those intersections, just 4-way stop signs.  She also questioned the July 25th Council Minutes, item #1 under Planning & Public Works, asking if that should read “First Reading”, and was advised “Second Reading” was correct – no amendment needs to be made.  Motion was made by Cook, seconded by Wankel, to approve the July 25, 2016 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

PETITIONS:  CC Bradshaw advised there was one petition from Anthony Stephens requesting the City to repeal the City’s cannabis ordinance in its entirety, deferring to the new state law penalties as outlined in SB2228 and passed by Governor Rauner on July 29, 2016.  Mayor Ezard explained that there will be a meeting with various officials to discuss this city ordinance in the near future.

COMMUNICATIONS:  CC Bradshaw noted there were two communications to discuss.  **All items were approved.
· Jim Duncan with the AMVETS Post 100 in Jacksonville is seeking permission to use Community Park Saturday, November 5, 2016 from 7:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. to host a 5K race/fundraiser to raise funds for a proposed Iraq/Afghanistan memorial to be built in Jacksonville.
· Jeff Regan with Illinois College is seeking permission to close Edgehill Road between Lincoln Avenue and Park Street on Saturday, October 1, 2016, and for a parking restriction on the north side of Edgehill Road from Lincoln Avenue to Park Street, effective from 8:00 a.m. on Friday, September 30, 2016 to 8:00 a.m. on Sunday, October 2, 2016 for their annual Homecoming events.

CLAIMS:  Motion was made by Richardson, seconded by Oldenettel, to pay claims when funds are available. By voice vote, motion carried.

CC Bradshaw then swore in firemen Zachary Reed and Joseph Hosteny.  Mayor Ezard and the City Council congratulated the men on their accomplishments.

OLD BUSINESS:  Ald. Oldenettel asked for clarification regarding what decision has been made regarding the stop signs at Church Street and College Avenue and Church Street and State Street.  Mayor Ezard explained that the determination had been made to remove the stop lights/traffic signals at those intersections, make them 4-way stop intersections and install flashing stop signs.  Discussion ensued regarding whether or not the signs need to be flashing stop signs, the cost of the stop signs, and the most effective way to ensure the safety of both vehicular traffic and pedestrian traffic.  Mayor Ezard wants to ensure the consensus of the Council is to remove the traffic signals prior to doing so.  It was suggested, and was the consensus of the Council, that the traffic lights be shut down completely but left in place, leave the current stop signs up and see how things progress.  Ald. Warmowski asked for a vehicle crash report from previous years and was informed that the information he is seeking is noted in his departments annual report.

NEW BUSINESS:  Ald. B. Scott commended the staff at Lake Jacksonville for a job well done in cleaning up the camping points and concession stand areas, noting that the new concession stand looks great.  He also noted that the firing range looks great.

Ald. Cook advised that there will be an update on the firing range at the one of the meetings in September.

Ald. Warmowski asked if residents would be covered for driving golf carts at the Prairieland Heritage Steam Show.  CA Beard advised that would be up to the South Jacksonville Police Department as to whether or not they wish to issue citations for driving a golf cart on their streets, but that Jacksonville would not be issuing citations for that because they will be covered while driving within the Jacksonville city limits.   

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Cook, seconded by Richardson, to adjourn the meeting at 7:28 p.m.
