Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting

August 11, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting were Aldermen Adonnis Shaw, Tony Williams.  A quorum was declared.
CA Beard explained that if the Council decides to proceed with item #2 under Committee Reports under Planning & Public Works, a motion is needed to include in that agenda item “20 MPH established in congested areas”.  Motion was made by Cook, seconded by Scott, to amend the agenda to include language establishing a 20 MPH designation in congested areas.  By voice vote, motion carried.

He noted that the Council has the option to table the entire ordinance, or a motion can be made to amend the ordinance, deleting those two sections entirely from the ordinance.  Motion was made by Warmowski, seconded by Oldenettel, to table the ordinance.
