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Jacksonville City Council Meeting
August 22, 2016


Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 6:31 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present:  Aldermen Don Cook, Jeff Hopkins, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Travis Richardson, Aaron Scott, Bill Scott, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting was Alderman Tony Williams.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Cook, seconded by Hopkins, to approve the August 8, 2016 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS:  CC Bradshaw informed the Council that the Bark Park Committee has been granted permission by RFD Kelly Hall and Park Caretaker Adam Fletcher to move the Mutt Strut event from Community Park to Nichols Park on October 8th.  **This item was not listed on the agenda.

Mayor Ezard asked Ald. Patterson to make sure discussion regarding the Boy Scout lease is on that agenda.

Ald. Oldenettel wished to clarify discussion from tonight’s Special Studies Committee Meeting regarding the Town Brook: that the hope and the intent has always been to put a recreational trail along the Town Brook, and that the purpose of working with the Department of Natural Resources and the Office of Water Resources is to try to mitigate as much flooding as possible to enable pedestrians to get from one side of town to the other.  She then thanked the Aldermen for attending that meeting and CC Bradshaw for supplying the requested materials for the meeting.

Mayor Ezard advised that the City Hall is again hosting the Gallery Hop on September 2nd.  All are invited to attend.
