Jacksonville City Council Meeting
August 24, 2015
Mayor Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:25 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

Absent from the meeting were Aldermen Marcy Patterson and Tony Williams.  A quorum was declared.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Warmowski: “I would like to state for the record my opposition to the way this project has gone about.  The previous council passed or approved this measure, but that does not mean we still don’t have the opportunity to review the operational aspect of this range.  The range has been sitting there for two years after the initial work was done, and we’ve been waiting for two years for more money to come in to the Drug Fund.  When I brought up the fact that we should table this and bring this to the committee, I felt a lot of pressure from different angles that the City Council doesn’t have the right to do this.  That the police administration has a plan, although its never been presented to the Public Protection Committee or anything else in the City Council.  We have an obligation to provide oversight to the Police Chief and his actions.  Everything from the email that was sent out asking the officers to come to one of the meetings, and different ways that I think has shown disrespect to the City Council and our oversight of the way the City operates.  When this comes up for a vote, I’m going to vote against it, not because I don’t think we need a training range, I think its been an issue for the City for years, but I think the Police Chief and his administration needs to present a plan to the Public Protection Committee of how this range is going to operate.  Something that’s on record that we can go back and check the work of what the police administration says is going to happen and what actually happens.”

Ald. Scott commented that this project was brought before the Council two weeks prior and feels two weeks is sufficient notification, and that nothing beneficial was accomplished by taking it to Committee, but by doing so the project was delayed by two weeks.
