August 25, 2014

Mayor Ezard stated that he doesn’t feel this will be an issue, as it has not been an issue in the past.  Additionally, he will advise the different departments that the City is not responsible for helping to remove vehicles that have been snowed in.

OLD BUSINESS: 

Ald. Shaw inquired about what transpired from the recent discussion regarding marijuana dispensaries within the City.  Mayor Ezard advised that discussion was not with regard to dispensaries, but growing facilities.  He noted that Terry Denison with Jacksonville Regional and Economic Development Center (JREDC) is actively pursuing discussions with organizations who are looking for an area within the State to build a facility to grow and house medical marijuana.  Mr. Denison is working to secure an agreement with the property owner for a tract of land on the east side of Eastgate Industrial Park that would suit this purpose.  Installation of this facility would bring revenue to the City through the use of city water, and would create 50-60 new jobs in the area.  Mayor Ezard briefly explained the application process for these applicants.  General discussion ensued.
CA Beard addressed a constituent in the audience regarding the traffic issues at Mauvaisterre and Kentucky Streets.  The Council has instructed him to prepare an ordinance that would put stop signs on Mauvaisterre Street only.  Additionally, the City will be contacting businesses that appear to be running semi-trucks through the area asking them to redirect their trucks to an alternate route, addressing signage regarding truck routes along those streets, trimming trees at that intersection to allow for better visibility, and will be increasing patrol through the area.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Ald. McDaniel asked Chief Grootens if any parking or traffic citations were issued during the first week of school at Jonathan Turner Jr. High and was advised that there were none.
Ald. Shaw discussed combating vacant property issues throughout the City by suggesting that the City auction off parcels of City-owned property to adjacent property owners.  Motion was made by Shaw, seconded by Warmowski, to refer this issue to the Planning & Public Works Committee for further discussion.  By voice vote, motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Williams, seconded by McDaniel, to adjourn the meeting at 7:23 p.m.
