Jacksonville City Council Meeting
August 26, 2013
Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:42 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Adonnis Shaw, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting was Alderman Don Cook.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Williams, seconded by Shaw, to approve the August 12, 2013 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

Warmowski suggested in the future  the interest from the Goveia Trust Fund be used for special projects to enhance the city’s parks and lake.  Ald. Shaw understands that those funds are already built into the working budget.  CA Beard reminded the Council that the City has to follow the restrictions as set forth in the Trust Fund.  CC Bradshaw stated, if the Council wishes, a separate line item can be added to the Parks & Lakes Dept. designating Goveia Trust interest income for specified projects.

OLD BUSINESS:  Ald. Warmowski asked for an update on the FutureGen project, and questioned when the City will decide who will be occupying the office space.  Mayor Ezard stated that more information will be forthcoming once the project has been approved by the Department of Energy and permits for construction have been issued.  Ald. Warmowski stated for the record that he is opposed to housing a new combined dispatch center in the FutureGen building because he feels that is not an appropriate use of park space, and may become a safety issue for people using the park.  Chief Grootens gave a brief explanation as to why the FutureGen building would be a good place to house the center, noting that it would keep the officer for that zone in that area, eliminating the need to return to the Municipal Building to complete paperwork.  Ald. Wankel feels that FutureGen is not keeping the City informed of their plans.  Ald. Oldenettel feels the City needs to be patient.  This project is going to take time.  Ald. Patterson feels the combined dispatch center is the most important service provided to the community and is 100% supportive of housing the center in the FutureGen building.  Ald. Warmowski again talked about why he is against it, and gave other options for combined dispatch and city departments.  Discussion ensued.  Mayor Ezard will invite a representative from FutureGen to give a project presentation to the Council.
NEW BUSINESS:  Ald. Shaw addressed a letter he received from a constituent regarding after-school traffic speeding along King Street.  Chief Grootens said the Police Department is in the area daily to monitor traffic, noting that the traffic being monitored on King Street are all under 25 MPH.  Ald. Williams noted this has been an on-going issue for many years and procedures have been implemented at the high school in an attempt to minimize speeding and congestion.  Ald. Shaw is planning to attend the next school board meeting to ask them to address this issue with the students.  

In remembrance, Ald. Shaw stated it is the two year anniversary of Sgt. Andrew Tobin’s death, a Jacksonville resident who lost his life in the Afghanistan war.
Ald. Patterson requested a list of all services provided free of cost to South Jacksonville, and the South Jacksonville Police Department.  Mayor Ezard will request that information at the upcoming Department Head meeting.  Ald. Patterson also requested a 5 year projected budget plan from each department.

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Patterson, seconded by Oldenettel, to adjourn the meeting at 8:58 p.m.
