September 8, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:41 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

A quorum was declared.

Scott advised that there were safety issues with speeding through that intersection, and noted this satisfies the complainants concerns.  Ald. Warmowski is not in favor of this request as he feels this sets a precedence that anyone who feels speeding down their particular street is of concern, that the City will automatically install stop signs if asked to do so.  Ald. Williams is in favor of this request as he feels it is a necessary safety measure for the children in that neighborhood.  CA Beard noted that letters have been sent to CVS Pharmacy and Family Dollar asking them to re-route their trucks, and “No Trucks Allowed” signs have been posted in the area.

OLD BUSINESS:  

Ald. Shaw asked if Oak Street and King Streets are being monitored for speeding by high school students.  Chief Grootens advised they are patrolling the area throughout the day and have had no complaints to date.  General discussion ensued.
Ald. Shaw asked Ald. Cook when the Finance Committee will begin discussing the 2015 budget.  CC Bradshaw is waiting for budget worksheets from two departments.  Once they are received he will schedule a meeting with the Committee and notify the Aldermen at that time.  He hopes to have something prepared by the next Council meeting on September 22, 2014.

Ald. Scott commended Street Dept. Supt. Les Ballenger for putting in new sidewalks on Court Street and in front of Beecher High Rise to accommodate those with disabilities.

NEW BUSINESS:
Ald. Scott reminded everyone to keep grass clippings out of the streets.  Mayor Ezard stated that the City will be adding an insert into the water bills next spring reminding everyone that it is an ordinance violation to blow grass clippings into the street.

Mayor Ezard reminded everyone there is a 9/11 Ceremony downtown under the pergola at 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 11, 2014. 

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Williams, seconded by McDaniel, to adjourn the meeting at 8:04 p.m.
