Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting
September 23, 2013
Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:20 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Adonnis Shaw, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.   A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Oldenettel, to approve the September 9, 2013 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:  No discussion.

NEW BUSINESS:  Ald. Warmowski talked about becoming a part of the Jacksonville Park Foundation and their efforts in transforming the Town Brook.  The Foundation  is now established as a non-profit State corporation, which allows citizens to donate funds to the Foundation to use in maintaining area parks.  Ald. Williams asked if the Foundations efforts are in conjunction with the City’s efforts.  Ald. Warmowski noted that the Town Brook project is only one initiative of the Foundation, and that they would work with the City to use donated funds for any other projects to come.  The Foundation is set up so funds can be used in Jacksonville, Morgan County and surrounding areas to beautify parks and lakes.  Ald. Geirnaeirt asked Ald. Warmowski if the Foundation has coordinated with the Parks & Lakes Committee, or if they have notified any Council members of their efforts.  She would like to be better informed of the Foundation’s efforts to be able to accurately inform the public.  CA Beard pointed out that the Foundation was established as a funding mechanism to raise funds for various types of projects along with other projects that may not involve the City of Jacksonville.  Ald. Warmowski noted that there is a walk around the Town Brook to MacMurray College on October 19th at 9:00 a.m., and the Foundation is planning to help Ald. Oldenettel with the Town Brook Clean-up on October 26th.  Ald. Oldenettel suggested that the Foundation meet with the Town Brook Committee and work together to discuss future plans and goals.
Ald. Shaw commended Ald. Oldenettel for filling in for Mayor Ezard at the inauguration of Illinois College President Barbara Farley.  He feels Ald. Oldenettel well represented the City of Jacksonville.  He then discussed the two parks in Ward 1, Minnie Barr Park and Kiwanis Park, regarding posting of park hours, lighting and security issues.  He feels that the lack of park hours enforcement, combined with the lack of lighting creates a serious security risk.  He asked Mayor Ezard to place a direct order to the Department Heads to address and fix these issues.  Ald. Cook stated that there is already an ordinance on the books determining park hours, and suggested that Ald. Shaw address these other issues with the Parks & Lakes Committee.  Chief Tony Grootens suggested installing gates at the entrance to the parks to keep vehicles from entering the parks after hours.  Mayor Ezard suggested including funds in the 2014 budget to address gating and lighting at the parks.

Ald. Cook noted that the City will begin working on next years budget soon, and suggested that any projects the aldermen would like to see included in the budget be forwarded to the Finance Committee for consideration.  

Ald. Shaw again addressed Chief Grootens regarding issuance of citations for people being in the park after hours, and was advised by Chief Grootens that it is already being done.  Chief Grootens agrees that the parks need to be secured in some way in order to alleviate the problem.  Ald. Oldenettel again suggested discussing these items at a Parks & Lakes meeting.
Mayor Ezard advised that due to the Columbus Day Holiday, the next regularly scheduled Council Meeting will be held on Tuesday, October 15th.  Benton & Associates, Inc. will hold a public information meeting at 5:30 p.m. on October 15th to give an update on the facility planning process associated with the new water treatment plant, and to give an update on water and sewer infrastructure projects.  There will also be a Parks & Lakes meeting prior to the October 26th meetings.

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Williams, seconded by McDaniel, to adjourn the meeting at 7:48 p.m.
