Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting

October 14, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present:  Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting was Alderman Adonnis Shaw.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Oldenettel, to approve the September 22, 2014 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:  

Ald. Patterson asked for the status on the Landfill.  Mayor Ezard will contact City Lobbyist Jeff Torricelli and request that he present an update to the Council on this matter.  He noted that the project is progressing and the City may not need to budget the entire amount for this project in 2015.  CC Bradshaw pointed out that the rent on that land increases monthly by $50.00 beginning January 1, 2015.  The City is also required to give the land owners 60 days notice that they are planning to terminate the contract.
Ald. McDaniel would like Mayor Ezard to invite Carl Fisher with Ameren to address the Council regarding Ameren’s work in the Jacksonville area, specifically regarding places like AC Humko.
Ald. Williams pointed out that mowing has recently been done at the Adam’s property apartments.
Ald. McDaniel advised there is a Parks & Lakes Committee Meeting on Monday, October 20, 2014 at 5:30 p.m.

Ald. Oldenettel advised there is a Special Studies/Town Brook Committee meeting on Wednesday, October 15,2014 at 9:00 a.m. in the Mayor’s Conference Room.  She also encouraged everyone to attend the Town Brook Clean-up Effort on Saturday, October 25, 2014, which is National Make a Difference Day.

NEW BUSINESS:
Ald. Geirnaeirt advised that Supt. Sally Long will be forwarding copies of the Utility Dept. budget this week, for discussion on October 27th, and approval set for early November.

Ald. Cook reminded everyone to thoroughly review the budget and contact either himself, Mayor Ezard or CC Bradshaw with any questions prior to the next Council Meeting.  He noted that they will soon begin work on the Capital Improvement budget and anyone who has projects they wish to add to the C.I. budget need to get them turned in as soon as possible.
In order to avoid any confusion or prolong discussions regarding Utility Dept. projects, Ald. Geirnaeirt would like to discuss the Utility Budget at a Committee-of-the-Whole meeting on October 27th.

Mayor Ezard noted that Senator Sam McCann and State Representative C.D. Davidsmeyer will be hosting a Transportation Long-Term Funding campaign on Thursday, November 13, 2014 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  Everyone is invited to attend.
