OLD BUSINESS:  Ald. Shaw asked if Mayor Ezard had invited representatives from FutureGen to address the Council, and was advised by the Mayor that he has, and representatives are planning to visit the last meeting in October.
Ald. Shaw asked about setting a meeting to review the Comprehensive Plan.  Mayor Ezard reminded him that the decision was made to budget for the Plan in 2014.  Ald. Geirnaeirt stated that a review of the Plan was done by former Alderman Rick Stevens, but no changes or amendments were made at that time, and no future plans for review were made at that time.  Ald. Oldenettel suggested contacting the company that was involved in drafting the original Plan.  CA Beard will get in touch with CDD Kelly Hall, as he was very involved in the original Plan, and report back to the Council.
Ald. Shaw asked about posting of vacancies on the home page of the City’s website and on the Council Agenda, noting that it is fairly difficult to find that information on the website.  Ald. Scott suggested the Council review the website and present suggestions at a future meeting.  Ald. Oldenettel feels that adding vacancies to the Agenda is something Ald. Shaw should work this out with the Mayor’s office.
Ald. Shaw asked Ald. Cook if there has been any news from the State regarding the Revolving Loan Fund (RLF).  Ald. Cook stated amending the guidelines is a lengthy process and the City may not hear back from the State until the end of the year, but he will contact the CA Beard, who acts as the administrator, and will see where we are in the process.
Ald. Shaw asked if the issue of lighting in the parks should be referred to the Parks & Lakes Committee.  Mayor Ezard has discussed this with Supt. Bruce Surratt, who offered to change out any lighting in the parks that need to be changed.  As far as any additional lighting concerns, that would be something the Parks & Lakes Committee would need to be discussed.  CC Bradshaw stated that if the lights belong to Ameren, maintenance would their responsibility.  He will check on that and will contact them if they need to be fixed.  Any reports of light’s being out can be reported to either the City Clerk’s Office or the Street Department.  CC Bradshaw stated that he will need an address on any lights that are reported to be out.  Mayor Ezard noted there is a Parks & Lakes Committee meeting scheduled for October 28th.  He suggested Ald. McDaniel contact Keith Ward about rate increases at the golf course.
Ald. Williams talked about the results from the Public Protection meeting, noting that it has been decided to conduct more research on the ordinance regarding marijuana before making any changes.  He would also like to get feedback from the public regarding this issue.
