Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting

October 27, 2014
Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:42 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present: Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Adonnis Shaw, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski, Tony Williams; Mayor Andy Ezard; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Scott, to approve the October 14, 2014 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

Motion regarding employee residence.  CA Beard explained that non-union City employee Sarah Bergschneider has requested permission to move out of the city limits.  Keeping in line with the union contract, Ms. Bergschneider will be required to take a one half percent salary decrease over the next three years.  Motion was made by Patterson, seconded by Scott, to allow Ms. Bergschneider to move outside city limits.  By voice vote, motion carried 9-1 (Shaw).

CA Beard explained that, in the future, the Council may give its consent to allow the Mayor the authority to approve these types of requests without bringing them forward to the Council each time, but reporting back to them when he has granted an employee permission to move outside city limits.

First reading of an Ordinance, with Emergency Clause, amending the Jacksonville Municipal Code, Chapter 3 Alcoholic Beverages, Article II Retail Sale, Division I Generally, Section 3-17 Definitions; Article II Retail Sale, Division 2 Licenses, Section 3-34(a) (19) Classes, terms hours and fees; and Section 3-37(c) Location; change of location; limitations on number issued.  Motion was made by McDaniel, seconded by Williams, to accept the Emergency Clause.  CA Beard clarified that passing the ordinance tonight will eliminate the need to send second notices to license holders indicating the new fee.

Mayor Ezard advised that City Lobbyist Jeff Torricelli will give an update on the landfill at the next Council meeting.

Mayor Ezard will contact Carl Fisher with Ameren and request an update regarding Ameren’s work in the Jacksonville area, specifically regarding places like AC Humko.

Ald. Oldenettel gave a brief update on the 3rd Annual Town Brook Cleanup held on October 25th.  Approximately 45–50 volunteers walked the brook picking up trash and debris.  At this point, the project is in maintenance mode.  She thanked all those who volunteered their time.
NEW BUSINESS:
Ald. Shaw would like to review and clean up the Municipal Code.  CA Beard stated that there is one company that would revise the code for approximately $10,000.00.  The main purpose for updating the Code is to ensure that all new laws that apply to municipalities are included in the Code book.  CA Beard will compile a list of companies that perform that service, listing their fees, and will forward the information to CC Bradshaw for inclusion in budget discussions.  CC Bradshaw noted that Municode, our current Code manager, has previously provided us with an estimate for that service, but that it would be good to look to other companies for comparisons.
Mayor Ezard advised that the Volunteer Luncheon is set for Wednesday, October 29th at Noon at Hamilton’s.  

There will be a retirement reception for Fire Chief Rick Kluge Friday, October 31, from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. in the Commission Room.  All are invited to attend.
