Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville City Council Meeting

November 10, 2014

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

ROLL CALL:  The following answered present:  Aldermen Don Cook, Jenny Geirnaeirt, Bruce McDaniel, Lori Large Oldenettel, Marcy Patterson, Bill Scott, Adonnis Shaw, Mike Wankel, Steve Warmowski; Mayor Andy Ezard; Assistant City Attorney Tom Veith; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw.  Absent from the meeting was Alderman Tony Williams.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Shaw, to approve the October 27, 2014 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS: CC Bradshaw stated there was one communication to discuss.  **By show of hands, this request was approved.
· Vanessa Tyus with New Directions Warming & Cooling Center is requesting permission to hold a road block at the intersection of S. Main and College Avenue on Saturday, November 22, 2014, from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  An insurance policy has been received and Ms. Tyus has been notified of the ordinance.  Ald. Patterson does not appreciate Ms. Tyus advertising this event prior to its approval by the Council.  She is also hesitant to approve future road block requests because many of the organizations that have been approved have not followed rules and regulations.  CC Bradshaw noted that the ordinance is clear in that it states that a fundraising organization is to present a clear and visible free-standing sign identifying the fundraising organization, which shall be placed adjacent to each group of solicitors at the intersection.  Additionally, the City Clerks office will request that an officer shut down solicitors that are not following the rules.  Discussion ensued.
