November 12, 2013

Ald. Wankel reiterated his feeling that the Aldermen should be voting as their constituents would have them vote.

Ald. Geirnaeirt asked Supt. Long what the outcome would be should the Council decide to wait until the November 25th meeting to vote on the ordinance change.  Supt. Long stated that her office has a lot of paperwork that needs to be done before the first of the year to make sure the public is informed of the changes.  Waiting until the next meeting would put her office in a time crunch.  She reminded the Council that acceptance of the ordinance will not change the amount of increase to the rates, just the way rates are calculated, the rate increase amount stays the same no matter when the ordinance is passed.  Discussion ensued.
Ald. Shaw again talked about the ordinance language which states that the ordinance should be approved by the appropriate committee prior to presentation to the Council for approval.  CA Beard pointed out that the language only applies to any changes to the budget once it has been approved.
Motion was made by Geirnaeirt, seconded by Cook, to accept the first reading of the ordinance, with Emergency Clause.

Mayor Ezard asked for discussion.  Ald. Oldenettel talked about the rate increase, noting that while no one wants to increase the rates, it is necessary to do so in order to be able to provide the best possible service to the residents of Jacksonville.  Mr. Eyth again reviewed the budget process.
Ald. Warmowski suggested disseminating copies of water conservation kits for new customers.  Ald. Shaw feels the Council defers their responsibilities to the Department Heads too much.

ROLL CALL:  9 Yea; 1 Nay (Shaw)
Motion carried 9-1.
OLD BUSINESS:  Ald. Shaw thanked the Mayor and City Clerk for following up with Ameren to get the lighting issues taken care of at Minnie Barr Park.  CC Bradshaw asked everyone to notify the Clerk’s office anytime they notice lights out at any of the parks.
Ald. Williams talked about the Public Protection Meeting.  The ordinance regarding cannabis was again discussed, and the use of Body Cams was discussed.  These issues have been referred to CA Beard for review.  Discussion ensued regarding field testing Body Cams and the issues and liability associated with field testing.  CC Bradshaw contacted Steve Turner regarding the cost of liability insurance and is awaiting his response.
Ald. Cook reported that Treasurer Smiljanich is still waiting to hear from the State of Illinois regarding Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) guidelines.
NEW BUSINESS:  For budgeting purposes, Mayor Ezard encouraged the Aldermen to contact the Mayor’s Office or City Clerk’s Office with any new projects they feel would benefit the City.
Ald. Shaw inquired about the process of Turner Insurance settling cases against the City.  CA Beard advised that the City has no ability to dictate to the insurance carrier that they cannot settle a case, the insurance policy that the City purchased gives absolute discretion to the insurance carrier to settle a case.  CA Beard will check into the cost of obtaining a policy that does not include a settlement clause and report back.  However, he is not certain they exist or that an insurance company would want to issue such a policy.
ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Williams, seconded by McDaniel, to adjourn the meeting at 8:16 p.m.
