Jacksonville City Council Meeting

November 23, 2015

Mayor Andy Ezard in the Council Chamber called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:25 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

A quorum was declared.

OLD BUSINESS:  Ald. Oldenettel asked for clarification on signage requirements for street solicitors.  CC Bradshaw explained that solicitors are required to place posters on the street indicating who they are.  With regard to the road block by Pizza Hut, CC Bradshaw has advised them that their current signage was not sufficient, and that they would not be approved next year without the proper signage.  Brief discussion ensued.  Mayor Ezard is concerned with the number of times a business is allowed to solicit, and Ald. Patterson reiterated her concerns regarding safety issues.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Ald. Williams has noticed that there are certain areas around town that could benefit from the Neighborhood Stabilization program.  Mayor Ezard feels this will tie in with the Comprehensive Plan that is to be revisited in 2016.
Ald. Richardson advised there will be a Morgan County Property Tax Seminar in the Council Chambers on Tuesday, November 24th at 7:00 p.m.  Several issues and processes will be explained.  All are encouraged to attend.
Ald. Patterson inquired when the increase to the hotel/motel tax will take effect.  Mayor Ezard explained that there must be two readings of the ordinance and he would like to have the first reading, with Emergency Clause, at the December 14th Council meeting.  
CC Bradshaw asked the Aldermen to direct any questions regarding the 2016 budget to him, the Department Head, or Finance Committee Chairman.  He hopes to have a draft copy of the final budget to them in the coming weeks.
