Jacksonville City Council Meeting
December 16, 2013
City Attorney Dan Beard in the Council Chambers called the Jacksonville City Council Meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.  The meeting was publicly announced by posting and by written notice to the local newspaper and radio stations.

Absent from the meeting was Mayor Andy Ezard.  A quorum was declared.

Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Williams, to appoint Ald. Don Cook as temporary chairman due to Mayor Ezard’s absence.  By voice vote, motion carried.

Second reading of an Ordinance Levying Taxes for 2014.  Motion was made by Wankel, seconded by Scott, to accept the second reading of the ordinance.  CA Beard read the ordinance as proposed.

Be it ordained, by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville, Morgan County, Illinois that AN ORDINANCE LEVYING TAXES (2014 TAX LEVY ORDINANCE), is hereby approved.  Total Levy - $5,353,056.00
Items discussed were:

· Displeasure at not holding a Truth in Taxation hearing.
· Misinformation that has been put forth by aldermen.  A suggestion was made that each alderman ensure their information is correct before presenting it to the public.
· Being more diligent in the future with reviewing and revising the budget.

Motion tied 5-5.
CA Beard advised that the Tax Levy Ordinance must be passed and approved by the end of December.  Due to the absence of Mayor Ezard, who would normally vote to break the tie, the Council can motion to either amend the amount of the levy, or the item can be set over for a special meeting.  Motion was made by Geirnaeirt to amend the Tax Levy Ordinance to 3.50%, seconded by Patterson.  Discussion ensued regarding whether the Council should amend the ordinance to 3.50% or 4.25%, and the pros/cons of each option.  Several aldermen feel that 3.50% will not cover the budget and the City will have to dip into reserves.

CA Beard suggested that if the consensus of the Council was to amend to something other than 3.50%, that Ald. Geirnaeirt withdraw her motion to amend to 3.50%.  Ald. Geirnaeirt withdrew her motion to amend the Tax Levy Ordinance to 3.50%.  Motion was then  made by Scott, seconded by Williams, to amend the 2014 Tax Levy Ordinance to 4.25%.
CA Beard reminded the Council that a motion to amend the ordinance to 4.25% must be passed first.  Then a vote will then be taken on second reading.  Brief discussion ensued.

PLANNING & PUBLIC WORKS:

First reading, with Emergency Clause, amending the Jacksonville Zoning Map for property located at 258 West Morton Avenue from B-3 to B-3 with Special Use.  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Geirnaeirt, to accept the first reading with Emergency Clause.  Chair Cook asked for discussion.  CA Beard explained to the Council that the Emergency Clause is being requested due to there being only one meeting in December.  Having two separate readings would delay the project by more than a month.  A suggestion was made that the City consider refraining from consolidating meetings in the month of December.  CA Beard advised this request passed unanimously at the Plan Commission meeting.  Brief discussion ensued regarding the use of the emergency clause, to which CA Beard suggested if the Council wishes to avoid these types of situations, that they consider doing away with the requirement of a second reading of an ordinance, as state law allows the passing of an ordinance with only one reading.
ROLL CALL:  7 Yea; 3 Nay (Shaw, Wankel, Warmowski)
Motion carried 7-3.
Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Oldenettel, to accept the second reading of the ordinance.  CA Beard read the ordinance as proposed.

Ald. Geirnaeirt has learned that misinformation is being given out by some aldermen regarding payment for the new water treatment plant.  She reiterated the fact that the new plant will be paid through a low-interest loan over a period of 20 years.
NEW BUSINESS:  Ald. Wankel suggested that the City consider supplying the aldermen with an electronic device with which to conduct City business.  Chair Cook noted that the Clerk and Mayor have already been looking into this matter.

CC Bradshaw disseminated preliminary drafts of the budget to each alderman, along with the Capital Improvement budget, and asked them to review it over the next three weeks, and email him by January 3, 2014 with any questions that may arise.
Ald. Oldenettel welcomed the owners of the new Buffalo Wild Wings to Jacksonville, and wished them good luck with their endeavor.

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further discussion motion was made by Williams, seconded by Geirnaeirt, to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 p.m.
