Summary of Minutes

April 2, 2014
Chair Duncan called the monthly meeting of the Jacksonville Plan Commission to order at 6:01 p.m. in the City Council Chambers.  The agenda and petition were published with the local media and by posting at the Municipal Building as required by the Zoning Ordinance.

ROLL CALL: Answering present: Jim Duncan – Chair, Richard Johnson – Vice Chair, Bill Scott, John Heyer; City Attorney Dan Beard; Clerk Sarah Bergschneider.  Absent from the meeting were Helen Baldwin, Mike Fuhr, Michael Oldenettel.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Johnson, to approve the February 12, 2014 minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.
Chair Duncan advised that Item #3, Review petition to rezone 321 & 323 E. Morgan St. from R-5 to B-3, with the intent of property owner, Joe Racey, to lease, was pulled from tonight’s agenda at the Petitioners request prior to this meeting.  
Clerk Bergschneider read Item #4 on the agenda.  Review petition to rezone 2256 W. Morton Ave. from B-3 to B-4, with Special Use, with the intent of property owner, Bob Hawks Autobody, Inc. to construct an autobody repair shop.  Clerk Bergschneider swore in Mr. Bob Hawks to represent this petition.  Mr. Hawks stated that a new facility would be more efficient and user friendly for an autobody shop.  Mr. Scott asked if there was water and sewer on the property.  Mr. Hawks stated that there is currently water service to the property, but no sewer service.  CA Beard also noted that because this request is for a vehicle service facility, a special use permit is required.  

Chair Duncan asked for discussion, or if there was anyone in attendance to speak in favor of, or opposition to this request and there were none.  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Johnson, to approve this request based upon the Findings of Fact, that approval of this rezoning will comply with all applicable provisions of this ordinance; that the specific location will not adversely affect public health, safety and welfare; and will not cause substantial injury to the value of neighboring property.
ROLL CALL:  4 Yeas (Duncan, Johnson, Scott, Heyer); 0 Nays

Motion carried 4-0.
Clerk Bergschneider read Item #5 on the agenda.  Review petition to rezone 2262 and 2264 W. Morton Ave. from R-1 to R-4, with the intent of property owner, Bob Hawks Autobody, Inc., to use this property as a residential duplex.  Mr. Hawks remained under oath.  He explained that he would like to renovate the building located on this property and turn it into a residential duplex.  CA Beard explained that because these properties are considered one lot, Mr. Hawks cannot sell off the duplex unless he creates enough frontage on Morton Avenue to satisfy the City’s requirements.  Mr. Hawks stated he has no plans to sell the property, and that his intent is for a long-term investment.
Chair Duncan asked for discussion, or if there was anyone in attendance to speak in favor of, or opposition to this request and there were none.  Motion was made by Scott, seconded by Heyer, to approve this request.
