Summary of Minutes

Jacksonville Plan Commission

August 6, 2014

Vice Chair Richard Johnson called the monthly meeting of the Jacksonville Plan Commission to order at 6:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers.  The agenda and petition were published with the local media and by posting at the Municipal Building as required by the Zoning Ordinance.

ROLL CALL: Answering present: Richard Johnson – Vice Chair, Helen Baldwin – Secretary, Mike Fuhr, Michael Oldenettel, John Heyer; City Attorney Dan Beard; City Clerk Skip Bradshaw; Community Development Director Kelly Hall.  Absent from the meeting were Jim Duncan – Chair, Bill Scott.  A quorum was declared.

MINUTES:  Motion was made by Baldwin, seconded by Heyer, to approve the July 2, 2014 Minutes as presented in advance.  By voice vote, motion carried.
CC Bradshaw read Item #3 on the agenda.  Review petition to rezone 352 Franklin St. from R-5 to PA, with the intent of property owner, Morgan County Civic Services, Inc., an Illinois Not-For-Profit Corporation, to use this property as a Charter School.  CC Bradshaw swore in Mike Niehaus to represent this petition.  Mr. Niehaus explained that Morgan County Civic Services originally bought this property with the intent of converting the building into apartments.  However, funding for that project did not come through as expected so they have decided to contract with the 8-Point Charter School and keep the use of the building as a school.  As a result, the property needs to be rezoned back to its original zoning classification.  Mr. Johnson asked if the mold issue has been resolved.  Mr. Niehaus stated they have installed air conditioning throughout the building, and put dehumidifiers in the basement to eliminate mold.
Vice Chair Johnson asked for discussion and there was none.  Motion was made by Baldwin, seconded by Fuhr, to approve this request.

ROLL CALL:  5 Yeas; 0 Nays

Motion carried 5-0.
CC Bradshaw read item #4 on the agenda.  Review petition to rezone 232 Park St. from R-4 to PA, with the intent of property owner, Illinois College, to use this property as office space.  This item has been tabled until the next meeting due to lack of representation from petitioner.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  No discussion.
